Strengths - The offeror’s proposal stated maintenance services will be performed within two hours from when the motorcycle is dropped off at the
dealership and will maintain a minimum of 90% turnaround time within 48 hours for repairs.

Weaknesses - The offeror’s proposal lacked detail specifically addressing their experience providing police motorcycles, parts, maintenance, and repair
services to a government or quasi agency. The offeror only provided two (2) reference projects as opposed to a minimum of three (3). The two (2)
reference projects provided by the offeror lacked detail in reference to the size, type of services provided, and the number of motorcycles provided.
For the offeror’s reference projects, the offeror failed to provide a brief scope of the project, dates of the project, and proposed delivery timeframe.
The offeror’s proposal failed to specifically address a quality assurance plan to facilitate the pickup and drop off of motorcycles.
