Online Engagement and
Community Meeting

Metro Parks developed an interactive map
and online survey to collect information
about conceptual designs and park
programming. These online engagement
opportunities were available between
January 1 to March 2, 2023 and generated
343 site visits, 43 comments on the
interactive map, and 24 survey reponses.
One in-person meeting was held on
January 12, 2023 (8 attendees).
