Offeror's 

methodology, approach, and capacity to perform included descriptive explanation of e-book and e-audiobook collection and inventory. Management plan and collection 

department service sections included detailed responses for orders, cataloging, invoicing, various customer support communication service methods and protection and 

privacy of personnal identifiable information.
