	Type of Projects Definitions:

Erosion Control:  The goal is to stop sediments from invading the stream.

Alternative Water Control:  Provides Water source for livestock. This project is not a creation of a pond or a stream.

Nutrient Management Plan: The goal is for the project to use fewer chemicals by using field borders and filter strips.

Conservation Plan: Creation of a plan for the entire property, whose use is Agriculture. 

Forest Plan: Creation of a plan for “selective” tree cutting and immediate replant of trees. 

Cover Crop/Grass Waterway: Project to stabilize soil focusing on less sediment run off. Examples include grass water ways and filler paths that lead to waterways.
