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What is M.A.P.S.?    (Monitoring Avian Productivity & Survivorship)


M.A.P.S is a cooperative project to establish a continent-wide network of constant effort mist-netting stations for the long-term bio-monitoring of landbird productivity, survivorship and population trends.  It is:

· research for the birds!

· patterned after the British Constant Effort Sites scheme

· a cooperative effort among public agencies, private organizations, volunteers, and the bird banders of North America

· standardized, constant effort-mist netting and banding during the breeding season at a continent-wide network of stations

· Sponsored by the Institute of Bird Populations

What’s the purpose?


To provide critical long-term data on population and demographic parameters for target landbird species throughout the continent. Such as:

· adult population size

· post fledging productivity

· annual regional estimates of adult population size

· adult survivorship

· recruitment into adult population

· additional information on breeding birds from singing surveys

· habitat and vegetation descriptions of the banding sites

Research Question


To what extent are deforestation and forest fragmentation on the temperate breeding grounds, versus that on the tropical wintering grounds, causing the declining populations of neotropical migrant landbirds?

What are the target species for the Southeast?
