[bookmark: _GoBack]These online high school level educational materials also include some lesson plans from past Parthenon exhibits (Benaki and Art Work Among Us) that continue to be very popular teaching tools. One third of all tours to the Parthenon are high school level, and we encourage you to let us know about areas of study for which you need additional materials. We also encourage teachers who are bringing groups to the Parthenon to let us know in advance your area of study so that we can focus your tour accordingly for maximum benefit to your students. Some online sources that I have found to be great introductions to the Parthenon include Nova’s program “The Secrets of the Parthenon” (www.pbs.org/wgbh/nova/ancient/secrets-parthenon.html) and Yatzer’s online video of the opening ceremonies of the new Acropolis Museum (www.yatzer.com/1762-the-new-acropolis-museum). A book that I often recommend to teachers/students is Leonard Shlain’s Art and Physics: Parallel Visions in Space, Time and Light.
