In 1904, the Tennessee begislunre anthorued a eacher g
insseituticon for each grand division ol the state and one for
Tennewmee's 472,987 “colored peaple.” Black Mashvillians lobbied
hard for placement of the new stiee nermal scheol in MNashoalle; and
I 1912 de Tennesics Agriculoral and Industrial Sate Noemal
Sehenl opened wswmmer session smidenes on part of the old

A Mew Hampshire natve aned whice
misssenary, [r, Hubhard gradvated from the medical department of Vanderbil
Universicy and mngh in Mashille's African American schools after the Civil War,
In 1876, the Freedman's Aid Societe of the Methodiss Epeeopal Church asked
Hubtard to orgries 4 medical deparment in Ceneral Tennessee Callege
Meharry Medical Prepartment was thee first medical schoo! established in the
Uririted Seates for the echseation ol black physicians. Hubhard served as dean of

Fuormerly located at this site was Firss Baprist
Clhurech, Capital Hill. The chusch was ane of
thiree descendants of First Cobored Baptiz
Church, established i 1844 as 2 mission of the
wiite First Baptist Charch and ed by Nelson
Metry, Mashralle's first ordained Black mimiseer.
Frrst Baptist Chuech, Capiol Hall, was one of six
black churchies which swod in this area before the
Capiiol Hill Redevelopmemt Plan of the 1950
Al were fonanded i the nineteendh cenmry and
claamied the city's most prosnent African
Asrierican business and professiomal Bmlies.
Puning the 1960, First Baptiss Church,
Cagaral Fill, the !.ls-l'.rl'!l'l:llll:li:llﬁ chirch in the area,
served a5 a hesdquaners of the Nashville si-in
IEVEITICnt, Strategy sessions, pon-vialence
mkﬁhn’n, s Mg, and vicoory
celebrations wiere held hese. First Baprist's pastor,
the Reverend Kelly Miller Smeith, Sr., was a
naticsmally-respected leader of the movement,
The well-disciplined Mashwlle sie-ins served a5.a
model foe civil rights demonstrations throughout
the South. The present church i bocated juse
below Capital Hill ar 933 fames Robertson
Parkeoay.

Located on St Clood Hill, Fort Megley was pan ol a chain of Llnksi Asiy
forrificamons surraumding Mashville during its Civil War occoparion by
Federal moops [ 1B62-65). Two thowsand fres blagks recruited by Linton
troogs under the dirsction of General James Megley lelped build the fart,
Masiwille’s birpest and muost important Unbon Armny forification, The
vetagonal fort measuned S0 feer by 30 feet and was consmrucied of sone,
logss, earth, and rathweay iesin. On 13 Decernber 1864, the puns-of Fore
Mezley opened the decisive Bade of Mastalle.

Adter the war, the fortwas abandoned and some of the sones
were wwsed i build che Eighth Avenise Reservair. T thie 1930, Fort
Meidey was partalty reconstrucied by the Works Progress Adminissranon,
A road was buily circlimg che bill and & parking bot constrocted. The
project was not complensd, and soday the remains of this construcgon have
greatly dewenoraed. For Megley is fsted on the Manonal Register of

Hadley Park (1921 2)

Eseablished i 1912, Hadley Park is thotsgdin v be the
first puiblic park for African American citzens in the
United Seaves, The thirty-four-acre park stands on pant
o the amtebel o plantation of John L. Hadley. 2 whice
slave—wwmer commined o helpang pos-C Sivil War freed
s and wormen Jl.'l_]l.1.‘it o thveir mewy Sermes.
