








The Robertson party arsived on Christmes Eve 1779 and
immusdiately bagan to build shelters. They namad the site
Fort Mashborough for General Francis Nash of North
Carolina. Col. Donelson and his flathoat contingent had a
hazardous journey on the rivers fighting the elements as
well a3 Indians, hunger, and dizease, Their arrival in April
1780 was a time of real thanksgiving. A replica of Fort
Mashbarough, locatad near its original site, is opan daily and
sirves as a living museum of eighternth cenbury frontier
custom and dress.

Trus to their Anglo-Sexon heritage, these literate seitlars
began to think of a method of seli-government—{he nearest
seal of government baing 600 wilderness miles away in
Morth Caraling. Within a week of the arrival of the Donelson
party, the Cumberland Compact, the first civil government
In Middle Tennesses, was signed by 256 settlers.

While the Indians tolerated the long hunters, seitlements
were gaen as a threat, Incited by British agents, a coalition of
Cherokes, Ghocktaw, and Chickasaw was formed to run the
white settlérs out of the hunting grounds.,

Tha Battle of the Bluffs was fought in April 1781 betwien a
large party of Charokes and the settlers. In this battle some
of thee men, Jured from the fort by a small number of Indians,
ware ambughed by the main perty, Realizing the desperats
plight of the men, Mrs. Bobertson relessed the dogs and
horsag from the fort. In the confusion caused by the biting
dogs and by the afforts of the Indians to cateh the highly
prized hogses, the settlers were able to reach the safety of the
Fuart,

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The settlers managed 1o survive those perilous first vears,
arud the community bagan to grow. In 1784 the name was
changed [rom Nashborough to Nashville, This name changs
may have boen the result of anti-British sentiments in the
AreE.

In 1746 Tannesses became the sixteenth state of the union.
Several historians have quoted an English visitor wha in
1707 commented on the settled state of the surrounding
contntry and on tha presence of coaches and carriages in the
style of Philadelghis and Mew York. Considering the
precariows perch these people had on the Bluffs in 1780, this
i5 an amazing decelapment.

This Mourishing western area began 1o exert a strong
political influence, and Andrew |ackson began to aftroct
national ettention, He was selectad ta lead & group of militis
1o defend MNew Orieans from British attack in 1812, The
Britich were soundly defeated, and Jacksoun became &
national hers, Andrew lackson became the seventh
president of the Unlted States in 1828, He setired with honor
to his. homa, the Hermitages, near Nashyille in 1837; end he
|5 burled there beside his beloved wife, Rachel, daughter of
lohn Denelson,

|ahn Crearton, a great friend of Jackson's, came to Nashville
hefore Tennesses bocame o state, He bocame a judge and
served in the state Supreme Court. His frbkendship with
[ackson was so close and their correspondence so personal
that, before his death, Overton bumed mast of [ackson's
letters to him. The Overton home, Travellers' Beat, bulll in
1797, hse been carefully restored and {s open to the public.

Another Nashvillian, Willlam Walker, attracted international
altention when he became the only American to become
prisident of another country. Walker, the “grey-eyed man of
dastiny,”* trled 1o unite all of Cantral America into one
country, He became prasident of Nicaragua in 1856 and was
shiot by & firing squad in Honduras while attempting to
make himself president of that country,

Wany early settlors, including James Robertson, are hiirded
in the (N City Cemetery on Fourth Avenoe South, This
cemelary, one of the very faw listed in the Natlenal Registes
of Historic Pleces, is the final resting place of aight
Revolutionary War veterans. Other noted Nashvilllans
huried there are Captain William Delver, whe named the
American Dag “00d Glary,” fourteen mayors of Nashville,
and several of the original Flsk Jubiles Singers.

CAPITAL CITY




Tha state capital was moved from Knoxville to Mashville to
Enoxville to Murfreeshore, but in 1643 Nashyille became the
permanent capital by an act of the legisiature. The capitol
building was designed by Willlam Strickland, & renowned
Philadelphia architect, who also designed the steeple on
Independence Hall. Gther buildings he designed in
Mashville are the First Presbyterian Church (Downtown
Prashyterian Church) and 51 Mary's Roman Catholic
Church, All these structures are listad in the National
Register of Historic Places, Strickland became so involved
with the capits] building that he asked to be Interred within
Its walla. His request was granted, and his ¢rvpt {8 in the
northeast section of the Capitol.

Ome of the grand plantation houvses of that ime is Belle
\eads Mansion. Built by John Harding in 1840, Balle Meade
was devaloped inlo one of the great thoroughbred stud farms
by his san, William Gilas Harding. and his family. Five
presidents have visited in this house; and the mansion and
stables, swned by the state of Tennessee, ar open to the
public,

By 1860 Nashwille was a prosperous city, During the Civil
War Mashville was important to the Federal troops becanse
of its location on the river and because of the railroad link
from Louisville, to Mashville, to Chattanooga, 1o Atlants, For
three years the city was ocoupiad by Federal troops, and
houses were razed to fortify the city. The Battle of Mashville,
fought In 1664, was tha last aggressive action of the
Confederate Army,

When the war ended, Nashville was in sad condition; bat in
tha decades that followed, Nashville experienced a growth
in popilation and renewisd vigor in business and industry
Already a printing center, Nashville became an impaértant
distetbuting and wholesale center, An important new hotel,
the Maxwell House, was completed, Prasidant Theodone
Reasevelt, when he tasted the special Maxwell House bland
of coffae, is said to have originated the phrase "Good to the
last drop.” Printer's Alley, an entertainment district in the
downtown arae. is & popular place for night time activity

The maost remarkable growth was in educatlon. Vanderbilt
University was founded in 1873—the rots of whosa
medical college extend o the old University of Mashville
Peabady College. another lineal descendant of the
University of Mashville is a leading institution for teacler
education. In 1866 Fisk University, one of the first private
schoals dedicated to the education of blacks, was founded;
and Meharry Medical Gollege, which has educaled more
biack dectors than all other medical colleges in the world
combinad, was founded in 1676, Thare are now savenieen
collagas and universities ln Nashyille.

Educatinn was alwaye a major concern of the community
Closzes were held on tha flathoats for the childeen of the
Robertsomn and Donelson expedition, and Davidson Academy
was astablished shortly after the ssttlemant on a land grant
Robertson acquired fram Marth Carolina for that purpose.

later the University of Nashville. Education for weomen was
not neglected, and the Neshville Female Academy was in
existenca until the Civil War.

Cn the one hundredth anniversary of the founding of
Mashville, the city celebrated the event wiih the usual
parades and speeches and a spectacular fireworks display
The Centennial Building, located at the corner of Eighth and
Broad, was a handsome structure {no longer standing) in
which art, historical mementos and induostrial exhibits were
d |.¢|.-I.a:cud. The {.'||.|.r'|'|i|:u|iu;.; event of the Centennial was the
unvelling of the equestrian stalue of Andrew Jackson
prasented to the state by the Tennesses Histoetcal Sociaty
Tha other two castings of thiz statue stand in Jackson Square
in Mew Orleans and in Washington, [L.C

A wood and stueen replica of the Parthanon was such a
popular exhibition building for the Tennessee State
Centennial in 1687 that the city. already callad the Athens of
the South, decided w build a permanani rconstruction in
concrete in Ceantennial Park. This magnificent structure is
the only full-scala facelmile of the Partheaan s exlstence

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MUSIC CITY

Two World Wars have come and gone, The Old Hickory
Powder Plant was built in 1918 to make smokeless
gunpowdar for the Allied armies, and many soldiers

of the Zecond World War will remember furloughs in
Mashville when they prepared for the invasion of Europe by
participating in the largest war gamas ever hald n the world
o 1he fertile fields of Middle Tannassee,

Mashville today is Music City. Long a center of sducation,
business, and manufacturing, Nashville is also the home of
country music, A rich herilage of Angle-American folk
music came to the Blufz with the settlers, and it is recordad
in John Donelson's Journal that religious services, music,
and dancing were parl of ihe two-day celebration when the
flathwats arrived at the Bluffs. By the 1920s it became claar
that country and blues recordings were increasing in
popularity, and by mid-century every major record company
had offices and studios in Nashville. Counlry music was hig
business.
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The showcase for coantry music is WEM's Grand Ole Opry,
which is America's longest running radio show, Fiest
hroadcast in 1825 in a studin, the Opry moved to the Byman
Auditorium in 1841, The Byman Auditorium was built s
thae Unisn Gospel Tabernacle by Tom Eyman, a

Cumberland riverboat captain whe was converted by the
zeal of a lent meeting evangelist. This tabernacle, noted for
its superior acoustics and "“half-round” seating arrangement,
was the scene of many spiritual and coltural events,
including talks by Billv Sunday. Booker T. Washington,
Carrie Nation end Helen Keller, and performances by

ESerah Barnhardt, Caruso, Isadors Duncan, Helen Hayes,
Kathering Cornell, Merion Anderson, and Asthur Rubinstein,
ps well a8 by the familiar Grand Old Opry stars and
superstars. In 1674, the Grand Ole Opry moved to a
permanent home specifically designad for live productions
at Dpryland. and the old Ryman Auditorium near Sth and
Broadway is a historic landmark at rest.

Our historic houses, governinent buildings, parks, and
musaums are opan o thi pu'l:'l'ic. and rh.:y have much more
to tell about Mashville, We think vou will find that, after 200
years. Nashwville is a strong, vigorous city—ome which looks
to her past with pride and looks forward to her third century
with enthusiasm.
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
