We have issued sixteen (16) Notices of Violation, zero (0) Administrative Orders, zero (0) Show

Cause Hearings with no penalties assessed, and zero (0) Compliance Schedules to Significant
Industrial Users (SIUs).

a) Leonard Plating Co — The State Court of Appeals heard the appeal by Leonard Plating. The
court ruled in favor of the Department. We are currently working on a payment schedule.

Changes in the Pretreatment Program

1. New Significant Industrial Users during past six (6) months

a) Automotive Components Holdings, LLC — Retained responsibility of the property that the old Ford
Glass Plant resides on. The manufacturing facility is now Zeledyne, LLC and is on permit as well.
The permit issued to Automotive Components is for the discharge of contaminated groundwater and
landfill leachate. The discharge is in excess of 25,000 gallons per day and is a non-categorical SIU.
Permit Number: WC-0349.




b) Mountain City Meat Company — processes and packages meat products for use in restaurants.
An increase in business brought the daily process discharge to over 25,000 gallons per day and is a
non-categorical SIU. The permit number is CP-0343.

2. Industrial Users that have gone out of business or allowed |.U. Permit to expire voluntarily
during the past six (6) months

a) GAF-EIk Corporation - ceased operaticns February 15, 2009 and closed the facility April 3, 2009.
A self sampling was performed on March 9-10, 2009 that was not submitted in time for the previous
reporting period and is enclosed in this report.

b) Peterbilt Motor Co. — Received written notification October 1, 2009 that the plant was ceasing all
operations by the end of the calendar year.

3. Industries with name changes during past six (6) months
a) Chairman’s Choice Foods — changed name to Chairman’s Foods, LLC

Industrial Waste Survey

Metro Water Services, Industrial Compliance Section, performs Industriai Waste Surveys on a
continuous basis. During daily sampling runs windshield surveys are performed. Reviews of The
business section of the Tennessean and City Paper are done daily. Review of the Yellow Pages and
TN Manufacturers Index are done periodically. Requests for building permits for industrial or food
service establishments are flagged and are review by the Pretreatment Section. Permitting,
sampling and inspections of non-significant industrial users are performed throughout the year.

During this past six months, Metro Water Services has sixty-four (64) non-SlUs permitted and zero
(0) new non-SIU permits issued during the past six months. Last year there were sixty eight (68)
non-SIU’s permitted but had two cease operations (Atlantis Plastics and Roadway Express) and two
were moved to SIU status (Automotive Components and Mountain City Meat Co.)

Evaluation for the need to recalculate Local Limits

Metro Water Services is currently in compliance with ali pass through limits for all three wastewater
treatment plants. No change of a significant nature has occurred with the quality or quantity of
Industrial wastewater discharge or in the treatment quality or capacity of the treatment plants.
However, the Department has calculated new Local Limits as part of the changes to the
pretreatment program that correspond with the new Streamlining requirements and those changes
have been submitted to the State for review.

This report has been color-coded, instead of tabbed. Common items are white (including Form 7),
Central Wastewater Treatment Plant documents are green, Dry Creek documents are blue, and
Whites Creek documents are yellow.



Satellite Dischargers

“Satellite Dischargers” shall be defined as those cities, towns, or other self-governing municipal
incorporations that discharge wastewater to the P.O.T.W.'s controlled by the Metropolitan
Government of Nashville and Davidson County.

Pursuant to the 1987 decision by the State of Tennessee, the responsibility of enforcement of the
pretreatment program ultimately falls upon the holder of the NPDES Permit.

The Metropolitan Government of Nashville and Davidson County has granted Satellite Dischargers
the responsibility for establishment and enforcement of a pretreatment program in their own
communities. If such a program is not instituted or enforced by the Satellite Discharger, the
Department of Water Services, acting as an agent for the Metropolitan Government of Nashville
and Davidson County, shall exercise its jurisdictional authority, as granted by the State of
Tennessee, and institute the pretreatment program for the Satellite Discharger. In the event that
the Department of Water Services must operate a pretreatment program on behalf of a Satellite
Discharger, penalties will be levied against the Satellite Discharger to recover any costs of
instituting, operating, or enforcing such a program.

The Department of Water Services has sampled all of the Satellite Dischargers which discharge to
the Department's Publicly Owned Treatment Works along with reviewing sampling results and
pretreatment reports. The passage of a new Sewer Use Ordinance will reflect changes that require
Satellite Districts to comply with the Municipal Users permit. The current control mechanisms
regulating the Satellites are their contracts with Metro Water Services. These contracts are issued
and maintained through the Metro Water Services Administrative offices, Mr. James Tarpy. All
correspondence relative to satellites are routed to the Directors office.

The following Satellite Pretreatment Programs have been assimilated by Metro Water Services
Pretreatment Program:

1.) Cumberland Utility District (Metro’s System) MP-0001
2.) Millersville Utility District MP-0004

3.) Old Hickory Utility District MP-0009

4.) City of LaVergne MP-0007

5.) White House Utility District DC-0257
6.) City of Ridgetop CP-0287
7.) City of Nolensville {(Metro’s System) (No Permit)



Additionally, the following satellite systems have no Significant Industrial Users :

1.) Hendersonville Utility District MP-0002
2.) City of Belle Meade MP-0005
3.) City of Brentwood MP-0008

The City of Mount Juliet (MP-0010) and City of Goodlettsville (MP-0003) are the only satellite
communities discharging to Metro Water Services with significant industrial users. The City of
Mount Juliet has two significant non-categorical users, Spec Print Inc. and Viking Products. The
City of Goodlettsville has one significant non-categorical user, Tyson Fresh Meats. Both Mount
Juliet's and Goodlettsville's reports are included at the back of Metro's report, but their numbers
are included in Form #7 of Metro’s report.
