FIRE PITS
Fire Pits used for occasional camp fires are allowed within Nashville and Davidson County as long as the following guidelines are followed:

1) The pit is a maximum of 36 inches in diameter and constructed of noncombustible material such as stone, masonry or steel.

2) The pit is located a minimum distance of 50 feet from any structure, property line or public right-of-way.

3) They are not used during windy or extremely dry conditions.

4) An approved method to extinguish the fire is always at hand.

5) The fire must always be attended by a responsible adult.

6) The pit cannot be under trees or adjacent to combustibles and vegetation.

7) Only firewood is to be used no construction debris, trash, leaves or hazardous materials of any type.
8) Firewood to be no longer than 24 inches.
