B. By state law, all design guidelines for neighborhood conservation zoning overlays must comply with the Secretary of the 

Interior's Standards for Treatment of Historic Properties: 
  

1. A property shall be used for its historic purpose or be placed in a new use that requires minimal changes to the 
defining characteristics of the building and its site and environment. 
  

2. The historic character of a property shall be retained and preserved.  The removal of historic materials or alteration of 
features and spaces that characterize a property shall be avoided. 

  
3. Each property shall be recognized as a physical record of its time, place, and use.  Changes that create a false sense of 

historical development, such as adding conjectural features or architectural elements from other buildings, shall not 
be undertaken. 

  
4. Most properties change over time; those changes that have acquired historical significance in their own right shall be 

retained and preserved. 
  

5. Distinctive features, finishes, and construction techniques or examples of craftsmanship that characterize a property 
shall be preserved. 

  
6. Deteriorated historic features shall be repaired rather than replaced.  Where the severity of deterioration requires 

replacement of a distinctive feature, the new feature shall match the old in design, color, texture, and other visual 
qualities and, where possible, materials.  Replacement of missing features shall be substantiated by documentary, 
physical, or pictorial evidence. 
  

7. Chemical or physical treatments, such as sandblasting, that cause damage to historic materials shall not be used.  The 
surface cleaning of structures, if appropriate, shall be undertaken using the gentlest means necessary. 

  
8. Significant archeological resources affected by a project shall be protected and preserved.  If such resources must be 

disturbed, mitigation measures shall be undertaken. 
  

9. New additions, exterior alterations, or related new construction shall not destroy historic materials that characterize 
the property.  The new work shall be differentiated from the old and shall be compatible with the massing, size, 
scale, and architectural features to protect the historic integrity of the property and its environment. 

  
10. New additions and adjacent or related new construction shall be undertaken in such a manner that if removed in the 

future. The essential form and integrity of the historic property and its environment would be unimpaired. 

  

III.B.1  Demolition is Not Appropriate 

a. if a building, or major portion of a building, is of such architectural or historical interest and 

value that its removal would be detrimental to the public interest; or 

b. if a building, or major portion of a building, is of such old or unusual or uncommon design and 

materials that it could not be reproduced or be reproduced without great difficulty and expense. 

 

III.B.2  Demolition is Appropriate 

a. if a building, or major portion of a building, has irretrievably lost its architectural and historical 

integrity and significance and its removal will result in a more historically appropriate visual 

effect on the district; 

b. if a building, or major portion of a building, does not contribute to the historical and architectural 

character and significance of the district and its removal will result in a more historically 

appropriate visual effect on the district; or 

c. if the denial of the demolition will result in an economic hardship on the applicant as determined 

by the MHZC in accordance with section 17.40.420 of the historic zoning ordinance. 
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Background: The house located at 3726 

Central Avenue is a stone bungalow that was 

constructed c. 1915 and contributes to the 

Richland – West End neighborhood. (Figure 1) 

 

Analysis and Findings:  The request is to alter 

four windows on the right side façade of the 

historic house (Figures 2 and 3). The work has 

already been completed. In March 2017, staff 

administratively permitted a screened porch 

addition as well as alterations to several windows and doors that met the design 

guidelines for appropriate demolition.

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Partial demolition:  The dimensions of a ribbon of four windows on the right side of the 

house have been altered by filling in a portion of the bottom sashes with stucco panels.  

Although the Commission does not review replacement windows themselves in a 

neighborhood conservation zoning overlay, the Commission does review demolition in 

whole or in-part.  Changing the dimensions of windows is considered “partial-

demolition.” 

 

Windows and doors are significant character defining features, the alteration of which, 

the Secretary of Interior Standards does not generally allow.  Standard number 2 states 

that “the removal of historic materials or alteration of features and spaces that 

characterize a property shall be avoided” and design guidelines III.B.a. states that partial 

demolition that is “detrimental to the public interest” is inappropriate.   

 

The Commission has approved the alteration of historic rear windows and doors or a 

single window or door on the side of a home, towards the rear based on the fact that they 

are not necessarily character defining features due to their location.   In this case there are 

four windows changed, rather than just one, and they are located towards the center of the 

house.  Since the home is stone, the window alteration is not easily hidden.  For instance, 

on a lap sided home the removed window space could be covered in additional siding.   

 

The reason for the alteration is likely because of a kitchen counter.  In the past, the 

Commission has recommended that the lower sash be blacked out from the inside and 

then wallboard applied on the interior so that the exterior continues to look the same.   

 

Staff finds that the change to the four windows on the right side façade is inappropriate as 

it impacts a character defining feature of the historic house and alteration does not meet 

Section III.B.2 for appropriate demolition, it meets section III.B.1 for inappropriate 

demolition and does not meet Secretary of Interior Standard for Rehabilitation #2. Staff 

recommends that the stucco panels be removed and that the windows be replaced with 

full size windows, matching the previous design. 

 

Recommendation: 

Staff recommends disapproval of the alterations to the window openings, finding the 

changes do not meet Section III.B.1 for demolition or the Secretary of Interior’s 

Standards.

3. CONTRACTORS SHALL PROVIDE ALL CLOSE-OUT DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED BY THE
BUILDING MANAGEMENT

4. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY THESE DRAWINGS WITHIN THE FIELD CONDITIONS
AND NOTIFY THE ARCHITECT AND PRIOR TO BEGINNING WORK OF ANY
INCONSISTENCIES BETWEEN THE DRAWINGS AND ACTUAL CONDITIONS.

AFTER REMOVAL OF PIPE CHASES AND ELECTRICAL FLOOR BOXES, REPAIR HOLES IN

11. USE MEANS NECESSARY TO PREVENT DUST FROM BECOMING A NUISANCE TO THE
PUBLIC, TO NEIGHBORS AND TO OTHER WORK BEING PERFORMED ON OR NEAR THE
SITE.

12. IN THE EVENT OF DEMOLITION OF ITEMS NOT SCHEDULED TO BE DEMOLISHED,
PROMPTLY REPLACE SUCH ITEMS.

13. THESE DEMOLITION DOCUMENTS ANTICIPATE THAT NO ASBESTOS WILL BE
ENCOUNTERED.  IN THE EVENT ASBESTOS IS ENCOUNTERED, NOTIFY THE ARCHITECT
IMMEDIATELY.

14. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM DEMOLITION WORK IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE
OWNER'S REGULATIONS.

ARCHITECTURAL

1. THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE CONSTRUCTION WITH THE OWNER
AND OBTAIN ANY CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS PRIOR TO BEGINNING WORK.  THE
GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ABIDING BY THE OWNER'S

FINISHED CEILING.

6. THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL MAINTAIN ALL RATING OF ALL REQUIRED RATED
WALLS AT ALL INTERSECTIONS, CONNECTIONS, AND PENETRATIONS.

7. ALL DIMENSIONS ARE TO FACE OF STUD OF NEW CONSTRUCTION UNLESS OTHERWISE
NOTED.

8. NEW GYPSUM BOARD CONSTRUCTION MEETING EXITING CONSTRUCTION IN SAME
PLANE SHALL BE FLUSH WITH NO VISIBLE JOINT.

9. MATERIALS PROVIDED SHALL BE INSTALLED PER MANUFACTURER'S WRITTEN
RECOMMENDATION AND PER CODE REQUIREMENTS.

10. ALL PIPING ABOVE GRADE AND INSIDE THE BUILDING SHOWN ON THESE DRAWINGS
SHALL BE INSTALLED IN AREAS WHERE IT WILL BE CONCEALED.  THE CONTRACTORS
SHALL COORDINATE WITH OTHER TRADES TO PROVIDE FURRING FOR PIPING INSTALLED
IN FINISH AREAS.

11. FOR ELECTRICAL BOXES LOCATED ON OPPOSITE SIDES OF WALLS, PROVIDE A MINIMUM
HORIZONTAL SEPARATION OF ONE STUD SPACING.  1" MINIMUM DISTANCE BETWEEN

12. GROUPS OF RECEPTACLES SHALL BE MOUNTED WITH A 1-1/2" MINIMUM DISTANCE
BETWEEN THEM.

13. WHEN MAKING SAW CUTS OR TRENCHING CONCRETE TO RUN ELECTRICAL POWER OR
DATA TO FURNISHINGS, FILL IN AND PATCH SLAB AROUND AREA REMOVED AND
AROUND ELECTRICAL BOXES.

14. CONTRACTOR TO VERIFY AND PROVIDE ALL ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL 0.F.0.
AND C.F.C.I EQUIPMENT AND APPLIANCES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO COFFEE
MAKERS, MICROWAVES, REFRIGERATORS COPIERS, FAX MACHINES, PRINTERS, ETC.

15. CONTRACTOR TO COORDINATE WITH THE OWNER FINAL LOCATIONS AND ELECTRICAL
REQUIREMENTS OF OWNER FURNISHED EQUIPMENT AND FURNITURE.

ARCHITECT DOES NOT WARRANT ANY MATERIAL, EQUIPMENT, HARDWARE,

ETC.  WHETHER IMPLIED OR EXPLICITLY.
3. JOB SITE SAFETY IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR.
4. ALL GENERAL NOTES APPLY TO THE SCOPE OF THIS TOTAL PROJECT, REGARDLESS
