Description of Project:  Staff has issued a Show Cause hearing for 

work done differently than permitted, including the removal of a 

historic feature and the installation of exterior lighting.  The 

applicant was notified on May 2
nd

 and given 30 days to respond.  

They responded within that 30 days stating that they have satisfied 

the conditions of the permit.  

 

Recommendation Summary:  Staff recommends the applicant 

submit measured drawings that can be approved by staff, within 30 

days of the date of this hearing.  The drawing shall show the 

measurements and detailing of a new cornice to match the original 

using historic photographs as a guide.  Staff further recommends 

that the cornice be reconstructed of wood, within 60 days of 

approval of the drawings.  Staff recommends the removal of the 

rooftop lighting and associated poles within 30 days of the date of 

this hearing.

X. ENFORCEMENT PROCEUDRES 

 

In cases of non-compliance with historic zoning regulations and preservation permits the staff will follow 

these general steps as appropriate until compliance has been reached. 

 

A. Request the Department of Codes Administration to post a Stop Work Order if work is in 

progress. 

 

B. Notify the owner of the violation in writing through US mail, email or hand-delivery, and provide 

the opportunity for the owner to appear before the Commission on the issue of the violation within 

30 days. 

 

C. If the violation remains and the matter is not brought into compliance, Staff shall cite the applicant 

to a court of competent jurisdiction or issue a Show Cause Order on behalf of the Commission.  

 

E.           Show Cause Hearing.  In cases where violations persist and a Show Cause Order has been issued, 

the applicant shall be required to appear before the Commission and show cause as to why any 

original Preservation Permits should not be revoked by the Commission.  

 

II. Rehabilitation 

 

L. Roofs and Chimneys 

1. Historic roofs, chimneys, and related elements should be retained. 

2. Guidelines for brick and mortar should be followed for chimney maintenance. 

3. Deteriorated or damaged roofs and chimneys should be repaired using historically appropriate 

materials and methods. 

4. Guidelines for brick and mortar should be followed for chimney repair. 

5. If replacement roofs or chimneys are necessary, replacements should be appropriate for the 

building’s style and period. 

6. Appropriate roof coverings include standing seam metal, composite asphalt, rolled   roofing, and 

rubber membrane roofing. Most rooflines in the Broadway district are flat or sloped while a small 

number retain original gable roof forms. These roof forms should not be altered unless based on 

historical documentation. 

7. Rooftop locations concealed from pedestrian view are appropriate places for climate control and 

other mechanical systems. Mechanical systems should be located at the rear façade and screened. 

 

T. Guidelines: Lighting 

  

1. If lighting is installed, it should be concealed or simple and unobtrusive in design, materials, and 

relationship to other façade or elevation elements. 

· Colored bulbs or filters are not appropriate. Warm white light that does not distort the color of the 

building’s materials or finishes is appropriate. 

· Floodlights, spotlights, mercury vapor, sodium vapor, fluorescent tube lamp and CFL lamps and/or 

colored lights are not appropriate. 

· Lighting fixtures and illumination should not flash, spin or be animated in any manner. 

· Conduits, junction boxes and wires should not be visible on street-facing facades. 

  

2. Light should be directed toward the façade instead of outward.  Building facades may be illuminated 

through uplights mounted above the storefront cornice. 

· Light fixtures installed directly above or behind the storefront cornice are appropriate; however, light 

fixtures above those locations are inappropriate. 

· Exterior lighting of rooftop additions is inappropriate as the visibility of rooftop additions should be 
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minimized.  Rooftop decks may be lighted with ground and/or table lighting.  Entrances of rooftop 

decks may have minimal lighting to provide for safety. 

· Hardware should be installed in masonry joints rather than through the brick. 

  

3. Dark metals are appropriate materials for light fixtures. 

· The fixture could also be of a color to match the surface upon which it is mounted. 

 

 4. Concealed, indirect, or spot lighting is appropriate for exterior signage.  Visible fluorescent bulbs are not 

appropriate. 

  

 

III. New Construction 

 

H. Additions to Existing Buildings 

1. Additions to existing buildings should be compatible in scale, materials, and texture; additions 

should not be visually jarring or contrasting. Additions to historic buildings should be minimal. 

Additions normally not recommended on historic structures may be appropriate for non-historic 

buildings, if the addition will result in a building that is more compatible with the district. 

2. Rooftop additions should not exceed one story in height and should be set back a minimum of 30 

feet from the main façade of the building and 20 feet from the secondary street if it is a corner 

building. 

3. Additions should not obscure or contribute to the loss of historic character-defining features or 

materials. 

 

 
V. Demolition 

1. Demolition is not appropriate if a building or a major portion of a building contributes to the 

architectural or historical significance or character of the district. 

2. Demolition is appropriate if a building or a major portion of a building does not contribute to the 

historical or architectural character and importance of the district. 

3. Demolition is appropriate if a building or a major portion of a building has irretrievably lost its 

architectural and historical integrity and importance, and its removal will result in a more 

historically appropriate visual effect on the district. 

4. Demolition is appropriate if the denial of the demolition will result in an economic hardship on the 

applicant as determined by the MHZC in accordance with section 17.120.190, as amended, of the 

historic zoning ordinance. 

 

 

Background:  The commercial building at 111 4
th

 

Avenue South was constructed before 1897 and is a 

contributing building in the Broadway Historic 

Preservation Zoning Overlay.  The 4
th

 Avenue 

storefront was rehabilitated in 1987 and again in 

2011 to an appearance appropriate for the age of 

the building.  The building was originally a store 

and now serves as a restaurant/bar.  

 

The Commission disapproved a proposed rooftop 

addition in May 2017.  The decision was appealed.  

In April 2018, the Chancery Court determined that 

the request be remanded back to the Commission 

for issuance of a Preservation Permit.

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Staff has issued a Show Cause hearing for work done differently than permitted, 

including the removal of a historic feature and the installation of exterior lighting.  (See 

figure 2.)  The applicant received written notice on May 2, 2019 regarding the fact that 

the cornice had not been reinstalled and the rooftop lighting had been added.  (See 

attachment C.)  Staff noticed a new cornice being constructed on the evening of May 21 

and issued a stop-work order on May 22, 2019 but the new cornice was completed.  The 

applicant’s response to the notice of violation was that they feel they have met the 

conditions of the permit.   
 

 

Analysis and Findings:   
 

Cornice Demolition: 

 

In December of 2018, during construction of the rooftop addition, the historic cornice 

was removed although the submitted plans noted the cornice to remain.  Staff contacted 

the applicant and was told that the cornice was removed to protect it during construction 

and it was stored off-site.  On May 21, 2019 staff noticed that a new cornice was under 

construction in a manner that did not match the original design and that string lighting 

was added to the top of the building.  (See Figure 2)

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The applicant did not request removal of the cornice, evidenced by their drawing note 

that is part of the permit and that points out the cornice as “existing cornice;” and so the 

cornice was not inspected by staff nor the action reviewed by the Commission.  (See 

figure 3.)  Under the heading of “partial demolition” on the permit, removal of the 

cornice is not listed.  (See attachment B for the permit.) 

 

 
 

 

 

 

In addition, removal of a historic feature does not meet section II.G.1 of the design 

guidelines that states that “original cornices and other detailing should be retained.”  

 

Once the new cornice was under construction staff was informed that that the original 

cornice fell apart when it was being removed.  In that instance, a new cornice should 

follow sections II.G. 2 and 3 which states that appropriate materials should be used and 

the original design should be replicated.  Figure 5 shows the historic cornice and Figure 6 

shows the new cornice which lacks the original cornice’s detail.  The current replacement 

of this historic element is lacking in proportion and detail.  Historically, the cornice 

featured a cyma recta (Figure 4) molding over a flat fascia, with a decorative bead at the 

joint between the two.   The molding was mitered to include the gabled element, which 

continued the molding across the entire front (Figure 5).  The replaced version is a flat 

fascia with a different molding and a substitute gable applied to the top of it.   These 

details collectively constitute the character-defining feature that was lost.

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Exterior Lighting: 

 

The applicant did not request any exterior lighting and the poles installed for the lighting 

and the lighting itself were not shown on the submitted plans.  The permit specifically 

notes, on multiple pages, including page 1, that “no features shall be attached to the 

railing of the rooftop deck, such as lighting, heaters/coolers, a/v equipment or signage.”  

Page 1 of the permit also states that “the 30’ step-backed area (rooftop deck) shall not 

have any overhead features such as lighting, heaters/coolers, a/v equipment or signage.”  

(See attachment B for the permit.)

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Recommendation:  Finding that work has taken place differently than reviewed and 

approved by the Commission and permitted via Permit #2018063543, Staff recommends 

the applicant submit measured drawings that can be approved by staff, within 30 days of 

the date of this hearing.  The drawings shall show the measurements and detailing of a 

new cornice to match the original using historic photographs as a guide.  Staff further 

recommends that the cornice be reconstructed of wood, within 60 days of approval of the 

plans.  Staff recommends the removal of the rooftop lighting and associated poles within 

30 days of the date of this hearing.

Inspectors have observed two violations pertaining to the rooftop space on the building. 

 

1. The rooftop addition was constructed without the existing front cornice.  Among the 

conditions of approval in Preservation Permit 2018-063543 was that the “cornice at the 

front of the building be retained.”  See attached image and copy of the Preservation 

Permit issued.   

2. String lighting on the rooftop area.  String or Christmas-style lighting is not an approved 

form of lighting.  MHZC has required that the rooftop areas be kept clear of any 

permanent fixtures, including lights, speakers, or poles for mounting these features.    

 

 

In order to correct the violation, you are requested to return the cornice to the building, as 

permitted, and remove the unpermitted string lighting.  Please let us know how you would like 

to proceed, by 12pm on Monday, June 3
rd

.   This date is also the application deadline for the 

June meeting of the Metro Historic Zoning Commission, if you wish to address the violations 

with the Commission directly.  Since this is a violation of the zoning ordinance, if the work is 

not corrected, we will be required to send the violation to enforcement.
