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The “Holly Street Fire Hall” at the corner of Holly St and 16th St was
established in 1917 as the streetcar suburbs of East Nashville
continued to grow and, after the fire of 1916, it was decided that
further fire protection was needed in the community. The station’s
future was up in the air for a time, as it was in need of pricey
renovations to remain functioning. Fortunately, the Lockeland Springs
Neighborhood Association spearheaded an effort to restore the
architecturally significant structure to its former glory.
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The Kirkpatrick Community Center is
a Metro Community Center that is
geared primarily towards youth activities.
This facility also provides after-school
programs for young children, as well
various evening teen programs.
