RE:  Updated Flood Insurance Rate Maps for Nashville and Davidson County, TN

Dear Property Owner: 

 

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has produced updated Flood Insurance 

Rate Maps (FIRM) for Nashville and Davidson County. These maps presently exist in draft form 

and are expected to be released as new effective maps early next year. You have received this 

letter because a portion of the above addressed property is now mapped within the 100-year 

floodplain (1% flood), and you have a limited opportunity to purchase flood insurance at a 

subsidized rate before these maps become effective.   

 

Open house meetings regarding these changes and how they might affect you have been 

scheduled for Monday, November 7
th

 and Tuesday, November 8
th

, 2016 in the Sonny West 

Conference Center on the Fulton Complex at 700 Second Ave. South from 6 p.m. until 8 p.m.  

We encourage you to view changes between the old and new maps online at 

http://maps.nashville.gov/PrelimFEMAViewer/ as it may not be necessary for you to attend the open 

house.  The preliminary maps can also be viewed in the Stormwater Office at the Metro Office 

Building at 800 Second Avenue South. 

 

Additionally, the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) is in the process of implementing the 

Homeowner Flood Insurance Affordability Act of 2014. This law repeals and modifies certain 

provisions of the Biggert-Waters Flood Insurance Reform Act, enacted in 2012, which requires 

rates to reflect current risks. The new law requires gradual rate increases to properties now 

receiving artificially low (or subsidized) rates instead of immediate increases to full-risk rates. 

 

We are notifying you PRIOR to the new effective date to give you an opportunity to purchase 

flood insurance at the subsidized rate. Properties with active insurance policies in place prior to 

the date of the maps becoming effective will see gradual annual increases rather than paying full-

risk rates immediately. If you have any questions about the National Flood Insurance Program of 

FEMA, visit https://www.fema.gov/national-flood-insurance-program and 

https://www.floodsmart.gov.  

 

Please be aware that standard homeowners insurance does not cover flooding.  The fact that you 

have not experienced a flood in the past does not mean you will not in the future. Flood risk is

not just based on history. It is also based on a number of factors: rainfall, river-flow, topography, 

flood-control measures, and changes due to building and development. If you currently do not 

have a flood insurance policy but feel the need to be covered based on the new, more accurate 

maps, we encourage you to contact your insurance agent prior to the date of the maps becoming 

effective.
