The first thing you need to do is go to the closest Department of Safety or Driver’s License Office.

Ask for the free print-out of your driving record – it will list everything that is keeping you from getting your license.  Give your DL number to them or give your State ID number to the clerk if you don’t have the DL number.

There are 2 lists on the paper; be sure that you see:

•
Traffic tickets paid and unpaid status

•
Or DUI-type issues

OUT-OF-COUNTY ISSUE:  If you have issues with your license in other counties, we cannot help you with that; you must go to that county and resolve your problem there before we can help you here.

IF CHILD SUPPORT SERVICES 
is holding your license; you have to work out a payment schedule with them.

Bring the free print-out to the Public Defender’s office and/or any receipts or certificates that show you have satisfied the tickets.

•
Front desk personnel will help you start the process. You will fill out an indigence affidavit.

•
Once the intake process is complete, you will be given the paralegal’s name and contact information. The paralegal will call you with an appointment time to meet with her.
