If you are not satisfied with a decision of the Metropolitan Human Relations Commission, you may appeal the decision by petitioning 
for a writ of certiorari with the Davidson County Chancery or Circuit Court. Your appeal must be filed within 60 days of the date of 
the entry of the Human Relations Commission’s decision. We advise that you seek your own independent legal advice to ensure that 
your appeal is filed in a timely manner and that all procedural requirements have been met.
