MINUTES

METROPOLITAN SEXUALLY ORIENTED

BUSINESS LICENSING BOARD

The Sexually Oriented Business Licensing Board held a meeting on January 27, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.  Members Johnny Crumby Sr., Cullen Earnest, and Tiffany Gray were present.  Members Bart Pickett and Jonathan Richardson were absent.  Attorney Jennifer Crim and Inspector Christine Gibson were present.  The meeting was called to order at 4:15 p.m. by Vice Chairman Cullen Earnest.  
Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the minutes for the meeting of January 13, 2016.  Ms. Gray seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following entertainer permit applications were in order:  2454, 2455, 2456 and 2457.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the permits.  Ms. Gray seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that the following entertainer renewal permit applications were in order:  580, 1081, 1672 and 2308.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to approve the permits.  Ms. Gray seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously.  

Ms. Gibson informed the Board that there were no new business license applications and no renewal business license applications.  
Ms. Gibson presented her Inspector’s report to the Board. 
Ms. Gibson informed the Board that a video surfaced regarding activities at Déjà vu of Nashville.  Déjà vu of Nashville has a valid and current Sexually Oriented Business license, #124.   The video reveals Entertainer #1165 performing a dance on the lap of a female.  The dance occurs on the stage.  During the dance, the female is seated upright in a chair, fully clothed and not touching the dancer.  The female is hired by Déjà vu for a ‘Meet and Greet’ appearance and is not a customer.  This occurred during their New Year’s Eve celebration on December 31, 2015 or early January 1, 2016.
After a discussion, Mr. Crumby stated there was not enough cause for a violation and made a motion to not issue a citation.  Ms. Gray seconded the motion and the board voted unanimously.  Mr. Crumby instructed Ms. Gibson to remind the clubs that anytime anyone is on the stage, at an adult entertainment establishment, is considered an ‘entertainer’.  

This concluded our business.  Mr. Crumby made the motion to adjourn.  Ms. Gray seconded.  The Board voted unanimously and we adjourned at 4:27 p.m. until the meeting of February 10, 2016 at 4:00 p.m.
