A resolution approving amendment one to a grant from the State of

WHEREAS, The Metropolitan Government of Nashville and Davidson County, acting by and
through the Nashville Career Advancement Center, previously entered into a grant agreement
with the State of Tennessee, Department of Labor and Workforce Development, to establish and
carry out Infrastructure Funding Agreement services to benefit service recipients approved by
RS2017-892; and,

WHEREAS, the parties wish to amend that grant agreement to increase the amount of the grant
by $21,987.03 for a new total of $458,659.16 with no cash match required and to extend the end
date of the grant term to September 30, 2018, a copy of which amendment one is attached hereto;

WHEREAS, it is to the benefit of the citizens of The Metropolitan Government of Nashville and
Davidson County that amendment one be accepted.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE METROPOLITAN

Section 1. That amendment one to the grant by and between the State of Tennessee,
